Constants

This is a special variable type where the value of the variable does not change.  It is declared in the General Declarations section. Here is an example:

Const Pi as Single = 3.14159
This might then be used in a familiar calculation such as:

Circumference = Pi * D
One final note.  In many of the programs you will write in future lessons the Variant variable type is probably sufficient.  In special circumstances you may have to use one of the specific variable types.



Practice Activity Create a Sales Tax Program

Create a Visual Basic program to calculate and display the Newfoundland and Labrador sales tax of 15%.  

· Use two text boxes and a command button.  

· Type the price of an item in the first text box (in dollars and cents) and display the tax in the second text box in the correct format.  

· Make sure you declare (dim) a variable, or variables, of the correct type. 

Hint: To give the display an even better look you can use a Visual Basic format function. Here's how it works. 

Text2 = Format (variable name, "currency")

Variable name is the name you gave the variable.  Make sure you use double quotes around currency.
